Much research on the commons deals with either the interaction 
between local participatory governance and the development of 
institutions for the management of the commons, or the issue of 
global change that is related to the global expansion of capitalist 
modes of production, consumption, and societal reproduction. 
The conference aims to bridge the two, investigating how global 
players such as multinational companies and organizations affect 
the commons worldwide and how they relate to responses emerging 
from within the commons.
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
